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On the Fourth of July
“ W hat A m e rica  M eans to  M e”

More than half a m ill ion Chlcanos served 
In the Armed Forces in World War II; they 
earned seventeen Congressional Medals of 
Honor. Many of them came home not as 
heroes but as "greasers ', “spies" and "wet­
backs” . In the 1940's in Los Angeles, some of 
them were attacked by rampaging sailors 
and Marines in that city's in famous Zoot Suit 
Riots. A lthough Chicanos make up slightly 
more than ten percent of the populat ion of 
the United States, eighteen percent of the 
casualties in the Viet Nam War were Chicanos 
Chicanas who toiled in the fields and factories 
and still had to come home to take care of 
kids and households somehow found time to 
lead'strikes (San Antonio, Texas. 1938, Pecan 
W orker ’s Strike, led by Emma Tenayucca; 
Silver City Strikes, 1951, led by miners' 
wives; and more recently, women like Dolores 
Huerta were active in the Farm Workers 
Strikes and boycotts). And yet, the image of 
the Chicana/Latina in mass culture has 
always been e ither that of the fiery, sultry 
Spanish spitf ire or emply-headed d im-wits 
like Carmen Miranda or Charo. As recently 
as th irty  years ago, bars, restaurants and 
barbershops had signs that warned "No 
dogs, mexicans or niggers a l lowed” .

I am an American. My people have co n ­
tr ibuted their sweat and their lives to make 
this coun try  what it is today We have worked 
in this country 's  mines, in its factories, built  
its railroads and toiled in its fields for cen ­
turies. Our cultural influence can be seen 
everywhere, from the name of this c ity of San 
Francisco to the rhythms of the music that is 
danced in the discos. Tacos, enchiladas and 
guacamole have become as American as 
apple pie Cowboys learned their trade, got 
their costume and much of their language,

i.e rodeo, lariat, chaps, from our vaqueros 
Forfa r too  many people however, we continue 
to be marginal, one dimensional stereotypes 
We are either cho loed-out gay bashers, hot- 
b lo o d e d ,  la t in - f i r e c ra c k e r - lo v e rs ,  lazy- 
sleeping-i mm une-to-cactus-thorn sombrero 
racks or sleazy, greasy, f r i to  band idos  
Rarely, if ever, are we seen as Americans

Before some bureaucra t dreamed up the 
word “ Hispanic", Chicanos used to be lumped 
as "White". Indeed, to this day many forms 
have a box labe led  “ White , o th e r  than 
H is p a n ic ” . Some people  w ou ld  have us 
believe that all our problems would end if we 
gave up trying to maintain our language and 
c u l tu re  and a s s im i la te d  in to  the g rea t 
American melting pot. Most of us believe that 
if we did that we would probably come out as 
a Big Mac. We are considered l ight-skinned 
enough that w ith in  a generation or two of 
intermarriage and staying out of the sun we 
could achieve “ Whiteness".

Some Chicanos have tried it. An aunt of 
mine married a white man. Her children were 
so ashamed of her that they never showed 
her PTA meeting notices. If their fr iends 
came over unexpectedly, they were to ld she 
was the maid. Still others have thought it was 
necessary to “ pass" fo r white in order to 
make it in their careers V ictoria Carlota 
Martinez became Vickk i Carr, Baldemar 
Huerta turned into Freddy Fender. Some, 
like Ricardo Montalban played u p a  Spanish 
Don image in order to get over. For the 
majority  of Chicanos/Latinos, the idea of 
negating a cultural heritage that includes the 
contr ibu t ions of Mayas, Aztecs and other 
P re -C o rtes ian  peop les  as well  as the 
Spanish/Moorish/A fr ican influences in our 
language, art and music is simply out of the 
question To deny this heritage would be to

Merle Woo Defense Comm. 
Organizes Wide Support

The Merle Woo Defense Committee formed 
this spring to fight for Merle Woo's job in 
Asian American studies at UC Berkeley 
Woo, a soc ia l is t  fem in is t  lesbian and a 
member of Radical Women, is being fired as 
a result of her activism, her strong support of 
student and worker r ights on campus, and 
her insistence on inc lud ing  the issues of 
race, sex, class and sexuality in her teaching 
She’s being terminated despite the fact that 
she has high student ratings and has been 
widely published.

Woo's case has qu ick ly  gathered support 
f rom  many ind iv idua ls  and groups. The 
Defense Committee is a cam pus-com m unity  
coa l it ion that includes feminist, third world, 
lesbian and gay, union and radical groups 
At a fo rum in May on campus called “ Defend 
Feminism and Free Speech on the Job ’ , 
representatives spoke from the Berkeley 
Feminist All iance, Gay and Lesbian Union, 
AFSCME, American Federation of Teachers, 
Radical Women, Asian Student Union, El 
Tecolote Feminist Writers Guild, and many other 
groups In Woo's speech, she pointed out 
that "We are f igh ting  for the most exploited 
workers; student workers, staff and lecturers— 
women, people of color, lesbians and gays, 
unionists  and radicals. We must fight for the 
r ight to speak out, to work in a decent 
atmosphere w ithout being harrassed " Sev­
eral of Woo's students testified to her inspiring 
teaching and her courage in refusing to be 
silenced. Graham Perry of the UCB's Gay 
and Lesbian Union pointed out that Merle is 
one of about 3 or 4 facu lty  who are out on the 
campus, and that if she loses her job, faculty, 
staff and students will  be even more afraid to 
be out.

The American Federation of Teachers has 
voted to a l locate funds fo r her defense in her 
appeal w ith in the University system. Merle 
testif ied, a long with other lecturers, at hear­
ings called by the AFT fo cha l lenge the four 
year rule. This is an arb itrary and d isc r im in ­
atory rule the Administration is in the process 
of implementing, which affects 2,000 lec­
turers. This revolv ing-door policy will  l im it 
lecturers’ teaching to four years, cut them off 
from  permanent em p loym ent and make 
organizing much more d iff icu lt

As well as work ing c losely with the AFT, 
the Defense committee is bui ld ing a nation­
wide pub l ic i ty  campaign. Close to 2,000 
signatures have been gathered in support of 
Woo's job. and against the four-year rule
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Dozens of letters protesting her fir ing have 
been writ ten And support is com ing in from 
all over the country, as people hear about the 
case, because they recognize thè essential 
need for free speech on the job; that no one 
should be fired for who they are, or for their 
polit ical ideas. Some of the peopleendors ing 
the case include Pat Parker. Daniel Tsang, 
Til lie Olson, Cherrie Moraga, Francisco 
Alarcon, Alice Walkerand many others.

Woo s case is not something that exists in 
isolation At the National Women s Studies 
Assoc ia t ion  con fe rence  in June, a c lear 
pattern of increased d iscrim inatory  f ir ings 
emerged In reports from all overthecoun try ,  
case after case of women fired, or feminist 
content eradicated, or r ight-w ing attacks on 
feminist programs, turned up. Over 50 women 
attended a meeting to discuss the fir ings

Some of the cases discussed included 
Nancy Shaw, a feminist at Santa Cruz who 
has been denied tenure, and to ld that she is 
not qua l i f ie d  because her research (on 
women and health in prison) indicated "too 
much interest in social change" Diane Kern, 
Assistant Professor at Cal State Hayward, 
was told that her research into prostitu tion 
isn 't relevant to course materia l fo r  the 
Criminal Justice Program

And Merline Will iams, a feminist lecturer at 
UC Davis, is facing possible term ination a 
year from now Some of the attacks are 
coming from organized right-w jng pressure 
Betty Brooks, at Long Beach St^te, was 
spied on by r ight-w ing fundamentalists who 
pressured the legislature to close down her 
course on "Women and their Bodies" because 
it was "pro-lesbian" The Administration there 
has now suspended the Women's Studies 
Program and transferred Brooks to a desk 
job.

At the meeting, women discussed strate­
gies fo r f ighting back against these attacks 
Most agreed that a- mili tant, multi-issue, 
public  campaign is necessary, to connect all 
the issues, and to pressure the Admin is tra­
tions. $450 was collected at the meeting for 
the Fund to Defend Fired Teachers of the 
NWSA The NWSA passed resolutions in 
support of Woo, Shaw, and tlse Long Beach 
Women's Studies Program.

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New Year’s in the New Nicaragua

Somehow I never expected to find myself 
spending New Year’s Eve in Bluefields, on 
Nicaragua's Atlantic coast, greeting I982 with 
the shrieks of my San Francisco "queer 
whist le.” What a contrast to previous years, 
especially the night two years before when 
I'd tooted away on the very same whistle to 
welcome in the new decade at the corner of 
I8th and Castro!

Conspicuously, this revolution lacks some 
of the qualit ies I most dislike about Cuba: It 
did not indulge in mass executions upon its 
tr ium ph or establish a cult of The Leader, 
and it did not imprison homosexuals in “ re­
education" camps or legit imize anti-gay op ­
pression.

Ever since the Sandinista forces drove out 
the brutal d ic ta torsh ip  of Anastasio Somoza 
Debayle in Ju ly  I979, I’ve been very much 
interested in what was happening in that 
small Central American co u n try , and in early 
f980 l interviewee several members of Gay 
People fo r the Nicaraguan Revolution, for an 
art ic le in Gay C om m unity  News. Late last 
December, while visit ing in Mexico City, I 
saw an advertisement for a week-long tour of 
N icaragua leaving short ly after Christmas. I 
Quickly decided to go.

Several of my fr iends expressed fears for 
my safety: Not long before, President Reagan 
had announced his intention to blockade 
Nicaragua if certain demands were not met. 
These centered around the as-yet unproved 
U S. allegations that the Nicaraguans are 
supplying arms to the rebels in El Salvador

Even more ominously, on December 12th an 
Aeronica air liner was bombed in Mexico 
City, short ly  before it was to leave for Mana­
gua. Miraculously, the passengers had not 
yet boarded and no one was killed Nicaragua 
accuses the C I A. of com p l ic i ty  in such 
terrorist activities and of support for ex­
members of Somoza's National Guard now 
train ing in c landestine mili tary camps in 
Florida and operating along the Honduran 
frontier.

I am glad I went anyway The experience 
was, at once, inspiring and infuriating to me 
as a c itizen of an imperia l nation that has 
treated Nicaragua, like the rest of Latin 
America, as its personal property to rape and 
pillage for the past century and a half

Living S ober-82
Al-Anon, an established resource for the 

families, lovers and fr iends of alcoholics, 
provides in formation and help for families 
and lovers whether or not the a lcoholic seeks 
help or recognizes the existence of a drinking 
problem There are no dues or fees.

This year Al-Anon is an active partic ipant 
in the "Living Sober Conference - 82" which 
will  be held Friday, Saturday and Sunday, 
July 2, 3 & 4 at the San Francisco Hilton. The 
"Living Sober Conference - 82" is a nonprofit 
group using the principles of A lcoholics 
Anonymous and A l-Anon for one of the 
largest and oldest gay meetings for this 
purpose. There will be workshops, luncheons, 
meetings, a dinner and dance over the three 
day weekend fo l low ing  the Freedom Day 
Parade Last year there were registrants from 
as far as Australia, Saudi Arabia, Canada 
and across the U S A., with over 1,000 in 
attendence

The Conference is open to anyone who 
has someone you love or are dependent 
upon that has a d r ink ing  problem It is one of 
the largest meetings of Gay people sharing 
their strength, experience and love in a 
fe l lowship of understanding There is a m o­
dest registration fee and donations for the 
otheractiv it ies. but anyone will be welcomed 
at the Al-Anon Meetings, which are forever 
free For in formation about "Living Sober 
Conference — 82" call 626-3I3I or write:

Even with my limited knowledge of Span­
ish. I felt the excitement of the "new N ic­
aragua" almost from the moment that we 
landed in Managua A lthough Nicaragua isa 
very p oo rcoun try  even in relation to Mexico,
I sensed more hope and pride than I have 
ever sensed in the slums of Mexico — or of 
Boston, New York or San Francisco. The red 
and black banner of the FSLN (Frente San­
d in ista  de Liberación N acional) was every­
where. and FSLN graffi tt i p redominated,- 
especially on the shacks in the poorer sec­
tions of Managua, which contains a quarter 
of the coun try ’s populat ion of three mill ion 
The people I saw seemed full of the wil l to 
succeed in constructing a new society 

Nicaragua is still recovering from the civil 
war, and evidence of austerity and its former 
status as a “ banana republic" are everywhere 
Bills signed by Somoza, some of which have 
his picture, are still in c ircu la t ion The one

railroad is a rickety narrow gauge system^ 
Public tetephones are almost nonexistent.» 
and the one telephone d irectory for the 
entire coun try  is smaller than the d irectory 
for the rem ote rural area of Northern New 
England where I once lived. I had expected 
to see more destruction than I actually did, 
but the hulks of burned cars by the side of the 
road and the more than usual numbers of 
young people in wheelchairs and on crutches 
testified to the war's ferocity.

In Nicaragua today the contrad ic t ions a- 
bound Bil lboards for the Bank ot America 
announce. "Tu com pañero en la reconstruc­
ción. " (“ Your partner ir] the reconstruction ” ) 
On Radio Sandino, denunciat ions of U S. 
imperialism are fo l lowed by Pepsi com m er­
cials. The country  currently  has a mixed 
economy; those industr ies that were owned 
by Somoza and his henchmen were imme­
d iate ly nationalized in 1979 and comprise

The G ay N azis

Yes, it's true — tens of thousands of Gay 
people, along with mill ions of Jews and 
others, were murdered by Nazis in the late 
30's and early 40's To many, these are now 
famil iar facts. But another side of this horror 
story is less well known: that there were also 
Nazi homosexuals

The most famous was Ernst Roehm (1887- 
1934), who became closely associated with 
Adolph Hitler in Munich in the 20 s, more 
than a decade before Hitler became a national 
figure in Germany Roehm was a ringleader 
in the Hitler putsch in Munich in 1923 He 
organized a band of men. many of them 
homosexuals, to serve as a paramil itary 
group Hitler himself knew that both Roehm 
and many of his men were homosexuals. In

the jaundiced words of one recent historian: 
“ He [H itler] closed his eyes to the sexual 
aberrations of many of his companions, but 
he did not hesitate to make use of his 
knowledge of their weaknesses when hev,. 
wanted to get rid of them" (N orton , p. 1,458 
— sources are listed at the end of this 
art icle )

Roehm called his men "storm troopers”
I S tu rm ab te ilung ). These were the notor ious 
S A . who became famous fo r their bruta li ty  
and were a key element in paving the way for 
Hitler's rise to power. The S.A. would dress 
up in m ili tary-type uniforms (even though 
they weren't part of the army or the police) 
and march through German towns, harassing

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deny our very roots and, in the final ana lysis, 
our most important contr ibution to American 
culture

If the people who were l iv ing on this 
continent before the European illegal aliens 
arrived are the only true Americans, then 
Chicanos are more American than most; 
practically all of us have Indian blood. 
However, it is precisly this "more-American 
than thou" att itude, combined with more 
than a smattering of feelings of racial super­
iority, that has made second-class cit izens of 
Chicanos and other minorities. These beliefs 
are ultimately the source of racism.

Now racism as a topic these days is about 
as popular as a leper at an orgy Those 
people whose buttons are pushed at the mere 
mention of the word would just as soon stick 
their heads in the sand until  it went away. 
Those of us who suffer from its effects also 
fervently wish that it would go away It won't 
Not by itself. A lot of well-meaning progres­
sives have suggested that minorit ies should 
educate whites about their racism. A lot of us 
have had very negative experiences with 
missionaries and do not wish to emulate 
them. Most m inorit ies are just too busy 
dealing with everyday survival and just do 
not have the time.

If I haven't lost you by now, you may be 
wonder ing  why on earth this artic le with all 
this talk about Cheecan-nos and burr itos 
and b lood-th irs ty  Aztecs and unpleasant 
allusions to " ism s” has to do with Coming 
Up! a gay and lesbian newspaper, and the 
Fourth of July This art ic le is all about what it 
m e a n s to th isg a y  C h icano tobean  American 
on this Fourth of July, 1982, precisely two 
hundred and six years after a bunch of 
bourgeois radicals told England to go take a 
hike (don’t cry Argentina, you tried)

As a Chicano, racism has been an ugly 
reality that I have had to contend with from 
the day I was born Sexism (and I use the 
term to mean oppression based on sex or 
sexual o r ien ta t ion—somehow I could never 
get myself to use the words “gay oppression" 
since I found it d i f f icu lt  to see any kind of 
oppression as gay except possibly the kind 
that gay people perpetrate) likewise affected 
me from day orte since my gender au tom at­
ica lly tracked me into certain modes of 
behaviour, dress, expression, etc , regard­
less of my own part icu lar and individual 
desires. When I came out at the age of 
twenty-one. and discovered that I was not 
the on ly  gay man in the world but that there 
were m il l ions like me, I experienced an 
exh i la ra t ing  sense of belonging. Being a gay 
man in a Chicano com m un ity  has been no 
p icnic  but that is another artic le in itself. I 
remember most feeling “ Wow, my gayness is 
a bond with all these people!" It did not take 
me very long to realize that even with in this 
m inori ty  I was a m inori ty  and that the racism 
th a t  I expe r ienced  at large was jus t as 
prevalent and just as ugly in the gay co m ­
munity. Though it was d if f icu l t  to accept, I 
f ina l ly  had to face the fact that though white 
gays could relate to the oppression I exper­
ienced in com m on with them it did not make 
them sensitive to the oppression I exper­
ienced as a Chicano.

Racism and sexism produce the same end 
result: they both reduce us to less than 
human beings. They both stem from feelings 
of superiority. The racist th inks that he is 
superior because of the co lo r of his skin, the 
sexist because he believes his sex or sexual 
o r ie n ta t io n  make him supe r io r  to those 
whose sex or sexual or ientat ion d iffer from 
his. One needs on ly to look at the fate of the 
Equal Rights Amendment, the attempts to 
defang the Civil Rights Act and the proposed 
Family Protection Act to see that sexism and 
racism are the motivat ing forces behind 
these movidas (moves)

In l ight of the fact that both sexual and 
racial m inorit ies are under attack by the 
same forces, why has it been impossib le up 
to now to forge coalit ions between them? 
Class d if fe rences aside, the s ingle most 
important reason is the continued existence 
of racism within the gay community . There 
have been exceptions, to be sure, and the 
work of progressive white lesbians and gay 
men needs to be recognized. Unfortunately, 
they remain exceptions

Mea C u lpas and o ther breast beating 
exp ress ions  of l ibera l g u i l t  are not the 
so lu tion to end racism What is needed is a 
long, hard, introspective look into your own 
heart to see how your own racism affects the 
way you relate to minorities. Ask yourself 
and honestlyanswerif you harborany feelings 
of super io r i ty  or condescens ion  towards 
people of color. An awareness of these 
fee l ings  w ou ld  be the f irs t step tow ard  
e lim inating them

Wouldn't it be great if on this Fourth of July 
we could really celebrate living in a country 
where racism and sexism had been exter­
minated? Don’t you th ink that you would 
enjoy a feeling, for once, that we are all 
Americans and that the motto of this year’s 
Lesbian/Gay Freedom Day Parade, E Pluribus 
Unum (Out of Many...One) was really true? 
W ouldn 't it be great indeed if as gay and 
lesbian people we could feel that we were 
tru ly  guaranteed the right to life, l iberty and 
the pursuit of happiness?

Sounds too much like a dream doesn't it? 
Yet anyth ing great that's ever been done 
started out as a dream or a vision Most 
immigrants came to this country  because 
they dreamed of a better life. There was even 
a dream at one time of making this country  a 
model of democracy fo r the world. Some­
where along the line that dream became a 
n ightmare But we must dream, we need to 
visualize a world where equality is not an 
empty  word, where justice is not a h igh- 
p r iced whore, l iberty is not l icense and 
pursuit of happiness does not mean lives in 
the fast lane

And after dreaming we need to wake up 
We need to wake up to the fact that it is urgent 
that we tear down the walls of race, creed, 
sex, national or ig in and any other art if icial 
barriers that have divided us to the benefit of 
a rich and powerfu l few. Perhaps then there 
would be no more need fo r concepts such as 
Chicano, or lesbian or gay and we could all 
belong to the on ly  true Moral Majority there 
is—human beings.

the Nazis' opponents When anti-Nazi groups 
held rallies, Roehm's men would disrupt 
them and beat up or murder their leaders

The German government was unable to 
stop these thug tactics, with the result that 
many crit ics of the Nazis were intimidated 
into silence: "...the ruthlessness of the S A 
helped to strengthen the. Nazis In many 
smaller towns the S.A. became all-powerful, 
and citizens found it easier and less danger­
ous to go along with the National Socialists 
[Nazis] than to oppose them ” (Norton, p 
1,455).

While Roehm's men were terrorizing oppo­
nents, Hitler sought out alliances with the 
leaders of the German mili tary establishment 
and big industrialists, who poured money 
into his polit ical campaigns. The mood of the 
coun try  was moving to the right German 
students were turned on by Hitler's image of 
masculine decisiveness, in contrast to the 
fum b ling  inepti tude of the government 
Shopkeepers, smalf business owners, and 
w hite-co llar workers wanted a strong man 
who could  put a halt to the country 's ruinous 
inflation.

In the elections of 1933, the Nazis drew on 
this support and won 43.9% of the popular 
vote. Together with another r ight-w ing party 
that won 8% of the vote, they had a majority 
A lthough unionized factory workers tended 
to support communists or socialists, they 
were outvoted. "Most of the Nazi votes came 
from the middle classes, particularly the 
lower middle classes" (N o rton . p. 1,453).

Once Hit ler came to power, a conflict 
developed between Ernst Roehm and the 
German mili tary establishment. Roehm had 
helped to bring Hitler to power and now 
wanted more for his men than the right to 
parade around in uniforms and beat up the 
opposit ion. He wanted the S A. to be inco r­
porated into the German army and its leaders 
to become regular officers

When the army generals balked at Roehm's 
demand, Hitler decided to sacrifice his former 
supporters, using their homosexuality as a 
weapon against them On June 30, 1934 (our 
Lesbian/Gay Pride Month, ironically), Hitler 
personally led a police raid against Roehm 
and the other leaders of the S.A. when they 
were vacationing at a resort in Bavaria When 
Hit ler and his attackers descended on the 
resort, they found Roehm and the other 
leaders in bed having se. vith young men In 
th i s "N ig h to f th e  Long Knwes.' a s i tc a m e to

be called, the S A leadership was murdered 
in a blood bath, and Hitiei pretended to be 
shocked at f inding widespread homosexu­
ality in the S.A. (N orton . p 1,465).

Ernst Roehm certain ly had been given 
ample opportun ity  to know the off ic ial Nazi 
line on homosexuality, despite the way he 
and his friends were seemingly tolerated On 
May 6, 1933, over a year before the Night of 
the Long Knives, storm troopers destroyed 
the center of the early Gay l iberation move­
ment in Berlin. The place was the Institute for 
Sexual Science, where Gay liberatiomst 
Magnus Hirschfeld had collected an enor­
mous library of material on sexual practices 
and where his World League for Sexual 
Reform lobbied for more humane laws on 
same-sex love

In 1932, Hirschfeld himself had been forced 
to flee Germany, m d  on this May morn ing in 
1933, storm troopers plundered the Institute 
and burned its books. "More than 10,000 
volumes from the Institute's special library 
were destroyed. A bust of Hirschfeld was 
carried in a torch-light procession and thrown 
onto a f ire” (Lauritsen & Thorstad, p. 40).

So effective was the Nazi destruction of 
the German Gay movement that it wasn't 
until 1974, with the publication of Lauritsen's 
and Thorstad's The Early Homosexual Rights 
Movement, that people found out that there 
had ever been a thriving, art iculate Gay 
movement in Germany.

Berlin, between the World Wars, was a city 
much like modern San Francisco, with Gay 
theater groups, publications, and polit ical 
g roups. “ The in te l lec tua l a tm osphere of 
Berlin after the First World War was e lectr i­
fying; it attracted journalists, writers, and 
art ists from all over the world. Such figures 
as S inc la ir  Lewis, D oro thy  Thom pson, 
Stephen Spender. Christopher Isherwood, 
and Ilya Ehrenburg were to look back 
nostalgically upon life in Berlin in the 1920's 
as one of their great experiences" (N orton . p. 
1.414)

What was it that led Ernst Roehm and other 
young homosexual men to become com m it­
ted Nazis9 Part of the answer, I believe, lies in 
the nature of fascism itself

Fascism is not just a dictatoria l system of 
government, a lthough the word "fascist" is 
often used loosely today as a synonym for 
the word "oppressive " Many regimes in 
history have been hideously ruthless, but 
only a few fascist.

Fascism is more than a dictatoria l system 
— it is also a mystique of symbols (in other

Victoria and Patricia step out of the car into the sunlight. Patricia, a sinewy, 
brown figure in a worn denim jacket Victoria, in sunglasses, long mahogany hair 
framing the serious countenance. Facing the light, their figures are silouhettes 
moving into the afternoon

From behind they look so mortal, small creatures against the vacuous suburban 
sky, the cool grey wash of the sterile streets — deserted on a Sunday, commuted 
from on a weekday

Turn slightly. See them out the corner of your sunglasses. No time for surprise.

Victoria, the blood from your body runs through the streets of Johannesburg, 
down the runways in the Gobi Desert, through the temples of the Holy City, into the 
swift current of the Gulf of Mexico, down the mountainsides of El Salvador, escapes 
through the cracks in the sidewalks of Trafalgar Square, and spills out the ears of 
children in pediatricians' offices.

It is pooled on the earth floors of huts in Cambodia, the cement floors of jailcells 
’ in Soweto.

It is dripping from the bricks of 128th Street and Lexington in Harlem, from the 
cobblestones of the marketplace in Tel Aviv,

It is dried and discolored on the back roads in South Dakota, Georgia,
Mississippi, Texas, Oakland, CA.

It is baked into the earth in Cuba, turned over in the spring in Vietnam, and 
harvested with the grapes in the San Joaquin Valley.

It is covered over by concrete beneath the town squares of American cities, , 
under pavilions in Switzerland, beneath the Shah's croquet courts.

Victoria, a great and dedicated worker. An infinitely patient and steady friend. A 
powerful woman who used her power to struggle for change. Who thought and 
worked relentlessly for revolution. Your soul will not rest till we make revolution.

words, a "fantasy t r ip ) .  H it le r ’s great appeal 
did not lie in his polit ical program; in fact, 
apart from his desire to augment his own 
power and wipe out the Jews, he really had 
no polit ical program His appeal lay in the 
drag, posturing, and rituals of Nazism as a 
mass movement.

Hit ler’s most devoted followers were young 
males from lower middle class backgrounds 
"In 1930, the year of the party ’s first great 
electoral victory, more than two-th irds of its 
members were under forty and more than 
one third under th ir ty  years of age" (Norton. 
p. 1,467) Hitler gave these men, whether 
heterosexual or homosexual, a chance to 
pose in uniforms and push other people 
around, thereby proving they were “ real 
men."

At the height of his power, Hitler staged 
huge spectacles, like the Nazi Party C on­
gress in Nuremberg in 1934, that were almost 
relig ious in nature. Never far from these 
spectacles were images of intense male 
bonding and sexuality: thousands of young 
men marching by in uniforms with rFght arms 
extended up and forward, like symbolic erec­
tions, all pointed at Hit ler. And added to 
the spectacles was Nazi jargon favoring 
sharp, butch-sounding words like Sturm ab- 
ste ilung, and H it ler ’s speeches themselves, 
ca ll ing fo r the creation of “ a nation of b lond 
brutes." In effect, H it le r took  butch posturing 
to its ultimate conclusion.

This mystique is what Susan Sontag has 
called the theater of fascism. That it was — 
and is — of appeal to some Gay men is 
discussed with d isturbing insight in a recent 
art ic le by Paul Lorch, editor of the Bay Area 
Reporter Quoting Sontag, Lorch observes 
(without drawing any judgmental conc lu ­
sions) that much of the imagery and drag of 
contem porary Gay sadism and masochism 
seems to be derived from Nazism. Lorch also
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draws attention to the fantasy names of 
many of San Francisco's Gay bars and clubs: 
"the boot camp...the caldron...the eagle...the 
jaguar...the barracks...the iron spur. ..cuffs. 
(Lorch, p. 7).

In response, defenders of Gay sadism are 
quick to point out that their rituals, drag, and 
posturing are consensual, and not acts of 
uninvited violence. In short, they're just 
theater, and what can be the harm in that?

'T h e  problem is that their theater was the 
means whereby the Nazis rose to power 
Among those who were attracted to such 
theater was the homosexual Ernst Roehm 
and his fr iends. Beyond this theater, what 
polit ical goals did Roehm have? Did he really 
ever aspire to anyth ing other than to prove to 
himself that he was, after all. a "real man” ?

In some respects, San Francisco today is 
like Berlin between the World Wars — a 
center of co lo r and culture in an increasingly 
drab country  suffering from chron ic unem­
ployment, inflation, and defeat in recent war 
Into this c i ty  have poured thousands of Gay 
men, mostly from lower middle class back­
grounds, who are insecure in their mascu­
linity, doubtful of their self worth, and looking 
for a fantasy. In the nation's capital, the Leader 
cuts funds fo r libraries, buys more guns, 
and prepares to bring back the draft. On 
Folsom Street, Gay men pose in leather and 
uniforms.

(continued from front page) 
about 40% of the economy.

Eversince Reagan announced hisblockade 
threat, Nicaragua has been in a state of 
mili tary alert. There were soldiers everywhere, 
usually s ingly or in pairs, bn  the streets and 
in the markets and transportat ion terminals. 
But unlike the mili tary I've encountered in 
the United States, Canada and Mexico, they 
seemed relaxed and personable. They were 
popular, fu l ly  a part of the people they were 
purported ly  defending Often I saw them 
casually chatt ing  with civil ians, and one of 
them guarding the boat dock in Bluefields 
in it iated a fr iend ly conversation with me. (I 
must admit that they were the first men in 
uniform I have found sexually attractive since 
the Vietnam Veterans Against the War a 
decade ago — and fo r similar reasons

Emotionally, the c l imax of the tour was my 
visit to the Museum of the Revolution, on the 
day before I f lew  back to Mexico. By the time 
I f ina lly signed the guest book I was shaking 
and on the verge of tears, after looking at 
dozens upon dozens of photographs of the 
people who were murdered in the long strug­
gle against the Somozas. Many were high

c By A ppo in tm en t 
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school graduation pictures; others were 
culled from the fi les of the National Guard 
after the revolution's tr iumph and had 
"muerte "scrawled across them. The one that 
affected me the most, however, was a news 
photograph of two women being mowed 
down by Somoza s troops as they were 
standing by the side of the road.

Among the exhibits in front of the Museum 
was the remains of an equestrian statue of 
the elder Anastasio Somoza Garcia (appro­
priately, the horse's ass) that was pulled 
down in July, I979 Some of the personal 
possessions left behind that testify to the 
pretentiousness of d ictators are also ex­
hibited, including a uniform jacket whose 
entire front is covered with m edatsrand a 
signed portra it of the late Rafael T ru ji l lo  of 
the Dominican Republic, whose makeup and 
feathered helmet led me at first to th ink that I 
was looking at a poorly-done drag queen.

A decade and a half ago Vietnam had 
disabused me of my ch i ldhood belief in the 
benevolence of United States policy. I knew, 
as well, that we had intervened in Nicaragua 
several times in this century. After six years’ 
occupation, U S troops f ina lly defeated the 
nationalist General Augusto Cesar Sandino 
in I933. The fo l low ing year Sandino was 
assassinated and Somoza Garcia, the U S - 
installed head 01 the National Guard, seized

how you put yourself  in such a vu lnerable  posit ion 
in the first p lace9 The transit ion from trick to friend 
is rare. I grant you. but that's only  because one of 
the two parties has a defeatist att itude in the first 
place

There are t imes when I can't help but feel that 
art ic les like Red s and letters like yours are similar 
to the white people who went s lumming in Harlem 
in the '20s I mean, what the hell. Muffy. let's go see 
the clones to n ig h t1 We can see them in their native 
costumes (isn't it quain t)  performing their native 
rituals and tribal dances (aren't they qua in t9) 
Then we can go away, back to wherever we came 
from, and reflect on how much better we are 
because we d idn 't  give in to the trap of being 
"contrived" or "self-conscious ." Personally, I can't 
blame some of the bars for carding at the door 
who wants to deal w ith that kind of hypocrit ical 
b u l l9

Finally, it indeed you we re at Stone wall (if all the 
people who say they were there actual ly  were 
we'd have ou tnumbered the police by more than 
100 to 1). then you know that gay life hasn't really 
changed much since the late 60s Cheap shots 
used to be tossed at drag queens instead of clones 
and a quick ie in the bushes is still a quick ie  in the 
bushes Do you honest ly  believe that your lo n g ­
hair sensibili ty , which brought us free love and 
"no com m it tm en ts"  is any dif ferent from the one- 
n igh ts tand  we have tod a y9 l fso . th en  Ihope you'l l 
pardon my increduli ty

So here's the bottom line, folks if you don't  like 
the Castro, if you don't  like the clones if you can t 
s ta n d th e id e a o fa  specialized gay sensibili ty, then 
k indly  keep the fuck away Don't ask for advertising 
support  for your newspapers,  don 't  ask to be part 
of the street fair, don 't  photograph our image and 
cla im  it as your own We don't  n^ed permission 
from you to exist, |ust like we don 't  need pe r­
mission from the straight world  to exist

To Whom It May Concern

Mr Rowberry is comple te ly  correct, as concerns 
D rum m er Unfortunate ly . I was asked by a friend 
to con tr ibu te  someth ing to the parade's writ ing 
contest, with about one day's notice It had been 
my understand ing that if it were accepted I'd be 
allowed to look it over before publ icat ion, but 
ow ing  to the pressure under which the parade 
people were work ing this wasn't feasible

I'm sure Mr Rowberry means well and. by his 
own lights has been generous Frankly, the reason 
I've not looked at D rum m er for  over a year is the 
message I got f rom  it was: wear leather, wield a 
whip, be dom inan t and you'l l be accepted in 
younger gay circles. This is good news for the few 
older men with a f lair for flagellat ion, but not for 
the rest.

Once again, my apologies to Mr Rowberry The 
entire matter has to be seen in i t s la rg e rc o n te x t  In 
most parts of the world  o lder persons are c o n ­
sidered of value and respected In this country , 
even more than in most of the industria lized ones 
older people are considered repulsive, useless and 
something to be got out of sight whenever possible 
They are also to be avoided since they're a reminder 
of death Likewise, the gay male fixation with 
being eternally young is only  a manifestation of 
the prevail ing inc l ina t ion in American socie ty in 
general. Interest ing ly , the belief among my c o m ­
patriots in the G40 Plus Club is that lesbians are 
the segment of the popu la t ion  most free from this 
i d e e f i x e O u r t h e o r y i s t h a t in o r d e r t o f i n d h e r t r u e  
ind iv idua l i ty  the lesbian has to free herself from 
tradit ional concepts about womanhood, one of the 
most s tereotypical of wh ich is that a woman is 
socia lly  unacceptab le  unless she looks in her 
teens for ever and ever, and must live for no other 
goal

A Deaf Lesbian Speaks Out
Deaf women, like deaf peole in mainstream 

society,  are frequent ly  isolated from others and 
are o f ten  le ft  ou t  of even ts  in the w o m en 's  
com m un ity  This a l ienation results, at least in part, 
f rom  hearing peop le 's  lack of unders tand ing ,  
leading to fear, pre|udice, and the perpetuat ion of 
stereotypes and myths. Knowledge, awareness, 
and sensit iv ity may help ease misunderstand ings 
The fo l low ing  concepts  are offered to raise some 
consciousness around the issue of access to the 
women's com m un ity  for hearing-impaired women.

(1 ) It is i ron ic  that concerts  are primari ly  the 
events which are consis tent ly  interpreted, c o n ­
sidering that deaf women do not share hearing 
wom en 'sapprec ia t ion  of music. Thip appears to be 
e x p lo i ta t io n  of the be a u ty  of A m er ican  Sign 
Language, for the benefit  of hearing women. Deaf 
women's actual com m un ica t ion  needs for  events 
such as rap groups, meetings, etc . are ignored

(2 ) The restr ic t ions put on deaf women around 
the issue of in terpreters are not acceptable  The 
struggle  to obtain interpreters for events we wish 
to attend is energy-dra in ing.  It is not O K. to 
require a m in im um  number of deaf women to 
attend before p rov id ing an in terpreter. It is not 
O K to expect deaf women to do the outreach 
work It is not O K to request advance notice that 
an in terpre ter  will be needed And it is not O K to 
pressure deaf women to attend an event because it 
will  be in terpreted If none show up. that is O K 
Deaf women need the same cho ices as hearing 
women have, such as to decide at the last minute 
about at tending an event

(3 ) Costs of in terpreter services should be 
f igured in to the events' expenses, a long with rent, 
ch ildcare, etc The co m m u n i ty  needs to share the 
responsib il ity  for access to all people

(4 ) The specia l seat ing needs ot hea r ing -  
im pa ired  w om en  need to be respec ted  The 
in terpre ter  must be c learly visible free of d is ­
t rac t io n  and o b s t ru c t io n  P h o tog raphe rs  and 
others should  understand this When able -bodied 
women compla in  about disabled women gett ing 
specia l p r iv i leges, th is  reeks of screams of 
reverse d iscr im ina t ion  ” This demonstrates ig ­

norance of the d iscr im ina t ion  against disabled 
people in many spheres of daily  life

(5 ) In a g roup  situat ion, it is f rustra t ing  at best, 
impossible at worst, to fo l low  a discussion when 
many women are ta lk ing at once and in te rrup t ing  
each other, whether or not an in terpreter is present 
Hearing women can not understand the conve r ­
sation under these c ircumstances either Respect 
each other and what you have to say Help the 
in terpreter if she requests assistance, so that the 
deaf women can keep up with the discussion

(6 ) Hearing women should  not rely complete ly  
on the in te rp re te r  to co m m u n ic a te  w ith  deaf 
women but should  try to communica te  yourselves 
with your hearing- impaired sisters. Don t ignore 
us or leave us to com m unica te  only  with the 
in terpreter Don t be afraid to try to communicate  
with us especia lly  in 1 - to -1 s i tuations where we 
can understand with greater ease

(7 ) If you talk to a hearing- impaired woman and 
one of you does not sign or there is no interpreter 
present and she is able to read your lips, keep 
your mouth unobstruc ted and make sure there is 
enough light Talk clearly, but in your usual manner 
Don't shout If it is necessary to repeat, try re­
phrasing your words Write if needed Fingerspell 
if you both  know  how Be creative in f ind ing ways 
to com m unica te  If the deaf woman makes a 
suggestion, try it. as she has more experience in 
this than you do If an in terpreter is present speak 
to the deaf w om an and not the in terpre ter  Look at 
her and say what you wish, do not say to the 
in terpreter. "Tell her

(8.(Dif ferent women have dif ferent types and 
amounts  of hearing loss Some wear hearing aids 
some don 't  Some use sign language, some don't  
Some read lips, some don't  Some have other 
disabil it ies, some don t Some use our voices, 
some d o n 't  H e a r in g - im p a ire d  w om en are as 
diverse as any others Don't make assumptions 
about deafness or deaf women Don t be afra id  or 
embarrassed to ask us questions

(9 ) Hearing women need to take at least some of 
the responsib l i ty  tor  educating yourselves about 
deaf w om en 's  lives Often a barr ie r  ex is ts  in 
re lat ionships between pleat and hearing women 
because of lack of understand ing of the meaning 
and effects of deafness, which are hidden and 
invisible

(10 ) Reach out to women in the deaf comm unity  
take the t rouble  to com m unica te  with us. learn 
about us inc lude us in your activ it ies and lives In 
this way. you can benefit  from our part ic ipat ion 
and we can learn f rom  each other as we all work 
together on our com m on struggles

Sadly the re ’s no th ing  gay about them at all. I've 
had two acquaintances die in the last six months 
Real living people, just like you r best fr iends I 
cried Then I got the scariest news of my life My 
im mune system went out of kilter, my lymph- 
nodes on all parts of my body swelled, suddenly it 
wasn't just them, how did they get i t 9 it was me. 
why did I" get i t 9 I exercised, took vi tamins, ate 
right, |ust like most everyone else I knew I was 
also going to the baths tw ice a week, h i tt ing 
poppers for sex and danc ing I never really stuck 
around with a partner for  two hours much less two 
days or weeks I've been terr ib ly  promiscuous, 
on ly  caring or loving my partners till I came I'm 
n o t r e a l l y a b r u te .b u tm a n y o fy o u k n o w h o w j^ is .  I 
just used them, by just using them. I was only  
using myself By not loving them. I wasn't loving 
myself  If I was loving them till I came, then that 
was a long as I was loving myself I had to find 
another tr ick to fulf il l  myself, because I became 
lonely  again I began to feel someth ing was wrong 
I wasn't  happy, but to hide where I was going 
wrong.

Jewish Feminist Conference
To the O rganizers
of the Jew ish Fem inist Conference:

This past Sunday I was part of an event in to  
w h ich  you obv ious ly  pu t m uch tim e, w ork, com ­
m itm ent...and  love. That you  tried  to  address so 
m any issues and inc lude  all wom en can on ly  
barely indicate to those of us outside of that process 
the strugg les you shared together. As a non - 
Jew ish wom an of co lo r, I fe lt w e lcom ed and I fe lt at 
hom e. It has made m y life  sad to  have no t been 
able to  say th is before about any fem in is t g a the rin g .
I have fe lt in m y heart the pain o f separation 
between wom en w ho need each o ther so m uch but 
canno t reach o u t because o f ou r ow n personal 
hu rt Too m any tim es I have seen wom en hu rt each 
o ther un til f in a lly  I had to  look away. I m ust believe 
that we can in tervene in ou r o ld  m isplaced patterns 
of opp ress ing  anyone  because we have a lso been 
oppressed.

I cam e to  th is  con fe rence  because I knew  I was 
a n ti-S e m itic  bu t I d id  not know  how; I have been 
ign o ra n t of Jew ish cu ltu re  and had g row n  up w ith 
s te reo types and im ages that were designed to 
keep us d iv ided . I was taugh t to  hate and m is trus t 
Jews because they co n tro lle d  the m oney. As a 
b row n wom an I was a lso taugh t not to  expect any 
fo r m yself. I co u ld  never im agine  a poo r w o rk ing  
class Jew ish fam ily  liv ing  as ours d id. And because 
I be lieved that Jew ish people were a ll w h ite  w ith 
pow er and p riv ilege, in a round a bou t way, I fe it 
"better" because I was not one o t the oppressors. It 
seems it shou ld  be c lear, but we do not a lways 
know  w ho is ou r real enem y I w ant to  be an a lly  
and a fr ien d  to  my Jew ish sisters. I want my sisters 
of co lo r to  recogn ize  how  we were bra inw ashed 
w ith  an ti-S em itism  and that we share a com m on 
bond of, and need to help each o th e r w ith , our 
internalized oppression The women who o rgan ­
ized this conference and all those who attended 
created an am azing space tha t gave us safety and 
support to  co n fro n t what ho lds each o f us back 
from  trus tin g  each o ther and from  fo rm in g  the 
a lliances and co a litio n s  tha t we m ust if we are tp 
survive.

It was not easy fo r me to a ttend th is  con ference  
fo r reasons I d id  not understand. Now I recognize 
how  d iff ic u lt it is to  accept how  we th m k /fe e l/a c t 
about ourselves and tow ards o thers and to  take 
respons ib ility  fo r changing  What is oppressive I 
do not com pare  the levels of oppression , fo r  of 
course, as a w o rk in g  class C hicana fe m in is t dyke  I 
do not possess a lo t o f pow er to  oppress. But I 
can. and I have I want to  make a consc ious 
dec is ion  to in tervene in th is  process and I thank 
the con ference  staff again fo r p rov id ig  the fuel. I 
especia lly  want to  thank con ference  fac ilita to rs  
Jane Dear and M arilyn  G olden w ho led a pow erfu l 
w orkshop  on in te rna lized  oppression  that a ffected 
me p o litica lly , so c ia lly  and persona lly . It was safe 
fo r me to c ry  I am proud o f m y sisters Celinda 
Cantu and Micaela Salort fo r gathering non-Jew ish 
wom en of co lo r tog e th e r to  support each o the r in 
be ing  v is ib le  Jew ish  a llie s . A nd  w ith  H ilda  
G utierrez w ho b rough t such a sp ir it o f love and 
hope to a ll the  raw pain we have ever fe lt I 
ce lebra te  ou r goal o f hum an so lidarity .

There w ill be c ritic ism s  of th is  con ference  as 
there  a lw ays m ust be. I am sure it w ill be heard. 
This le tter is to  validate, apprecia te  and celebrate 
the energy and v is ion of a g roup  of Jew ish fem in is t 
wom en a lm os ta ll o f whom  are lesb ian w hocrea ted  
som eth ing  very im poran t, extrem ely pa in fu l and 
fille d  w ith  love and hope It has added to  my 
s treng th  and he lped me in  the co n tin u in g  s trugg le  
to  rec la im  my ow n cu ltu re .

To predict events and behavior patterns, 
p rob lem s and oppo r tun it ie s ,  as tro logers  
observe the movements of the sun, moon, 
and planets. While it takes some tra in ing and 
considerable experience to become a p ro ­
fessional as tro logerand a good deal more to 
be a good one, there are some simple astro­
logical tools that anybody can use.

One such tool is called a "calendar." It lists 
the 365 days in a given solar cycle (com m on­
ly called a "year” ) conveniently divided into 
12 segments called months. The solar cycle is 
only one of many parts of a thorough astro­
logical prediction, but generally speaking, it 
is the most important single factor as well as 
the easiest to trace.

Your personal solar cycle starts at your 
birthday Your personal months (let s call 
them "so la r houses,"  or more simply, 
"houses") each begin on or near the same 
day of each month as your birthday. If you 
were born on the first day of your sun sign 
the sun will move into each solar house each 
time it changes signs If you were born the 
day after a sign change the sun will change 
houses in your chart the day after each sign 
change. If you were born 17 days after a sign 
change the sun will  change houses 17 days 
after each sign change.

The sun changes sign on these dates: 
Aries -Marcl, 21; Taurus—April 20; Gemini — 
May 21; Cancer—June 21; Leo—July 22; 
V irgo—August 23; L ibra—Sept 23; Scorp io— 
Oct 23; Sagittarius —Nov 22; C a p r ic o r n -  
Dec 21, Aquarius—Jan 20; Pisces— Feb 18.

So, for example, if you were born on July 
4th, co un t f rom  June 21 to f ind you rb ir thday  
on the 14th day of Cancer. On your birthday 
the sun enters your 1st house. On the 14th 
day of Leo. Aug. 4. the sun enters your 2nd 
house; on the 14th day of Virgo, Sept. 5, the 
sun enters your 3rd house; and so on all 
around the calendar until the 14th day of 
Gemini. June 4, the sun enters your 12th 
house.

Each house is a part of your b irth chart 
representing a particular field of activity. 
While the sun is in a given house you will  feel 
especially aware of the matters indicated by 
that house and better able to deal with those 
matters As the sun transits through each

Her Songs... and With Relish, looking 
for new locations By the time this is printed, 
it's l ikely that Piaf will have found its new 
home in the Plush Room of the Hotel York, 
where C ham pagne1 In a Cardboard Cup has 
also been revived and is proving as great a 
crowd-p leaser as ever Produced by the 
same group as Champagne.. (Cameo Pro- 
ductions). By George, the Gershwin revue

that was forced because of fire to move from 
the Savoy Tivoli to the Boarding House, 
continues to play to full houses and is l ikely 
to run all year

Valencia Rose (at 19th and Valencia) has 
its hat in the ring with two revues—my own 
favorite. A Fine Romance, a bright, t ightly- 
directed presentation of the songs of Jerome 
Kern, and the more recently opened I Hate 
M usic, a revue of the w ork  of Leonard 
Bernstein This last show left me with mixed 
responses —much of Bernstein's work re­
mains obscure because it's even harder to 
listen to than it is to sing. And the show 
suffers from too much business'—excessive 
waving of hands, slapping and punching, 
jum ping up and down, fall ing on the floor... 
the s ing ing  is more sa tis fy ing  than the 
calis thenics. But much of the music that was 
chosen is very fine, and it's performed by five 
engagmg personalit ies with voices equal to 
its demands In balance, I think the show is 
defin ite ly worth attending (it shows every 
Thursday and Sunday)—and it's possible to 
have a very good dinner there and make an 
evening of it

With more cabaret stages closing than 
opening these days, much attention is pre­
sently focused on the Roxy Roadhouse (in 
the Caravan Lodge, at the corner of Larkin 
and Eddy) The room, la rger and more 
comfortable, while at the same time more 
intimate, than Our Kitchen or Fanny's, has 
qu ick ly  become a singers' favorite...and an 
audience plus is that the parking is easy and 
the food is outstanding (performances are in 
the d in ing  room, after d inner has been 
served). The owner, Tom Vetrano, dipped his 
toe in the water by having showcases on 
Tuesday and Wednesday evenings during 
June, and closed the month with a bang by 
presenting Sharon McNight last weekend on 
Friday, and Weslia Whitfield, with Dana Balin 
and Peter Cam bra, on Saturday. This month, 
having been pleased with results so far, he's 
in the water up to his neck' Showcase per­
formances will  continue during the week, 
concert performances of prominent cabaret 
entertainers are scheduled for Thursday 
evenings, there are two crowd-pleaser events 
com ing up next weekend (Weslia Whitf ield 
and Sean Martinfie ld on July 9, and Peter 
Cambra and Dana Balin on July 10) . and, 
opening July 16. Mr. Vetrano in Association 
with Hats Off Productions will offer yet 
another composer revue every Friday and 
Saturday. This one, however, will be a free­
wheeling, less structured approach in which 
both the cast perform ing and the composers 
performed will rotate, so it's unlikely you 
would ever see quite the same show twice. 
Unlikely but interesting composers chosen 
for the opening are Sigmund Romberg, and 
the writ ing team of Tom Jones and Harvey 
Schm id f . and the opening performers are 
Gerard Duffy, Pam Ericson, Sean Martinfield 
and Patty W o lfe—musical d irector, and a 
popular performer in his own right, is John 
Trowbridge. (This is a place where it s best to

power (The Museum m< luclett Franklin 
Roosevelt s cynical noast about Somoza Gar­
cia: "He's a son of a bitch, but he's our son of 
a b itch!") But I had known little of the long 
struggleagainst U S domination and against 
the Somozas, a struggle that has been going 
on during the entire twentieth century In­
deed, thanks to our media, I was barely 
aware of the Sandinista rebellion until short ly 
before its tr iumph

Seeing it all together was powerful tes­
t im ony to the wrongs that this nation has 
done to just one lit tle country  — and there 
could be many such museums around the 
world  I was glad, however, to see exhibited 
a I930's issue of The Nation — a magazine 
that has opposed imperialism since the in ­
vasion of the Philippines in 1900 — supporting 
Sandino Our anti- imperia list history has 
been withheld from us, and I was never told 
that some North Americans had protested 
this intervention, too At a time when a born-

again Cold Warrior who believes that Vietnam 
was our proudest moment sits in the White 
House, we have a tremendous struggle in 
front of us to prevent more such crimes from 
happening

My week in Nicaragua, as well as the 
nearly half a year that I spent in Mexico, only 
reinforced the conviction of this Vermont 
anarchist that gett ing the United States out 
of Latin America (and the rest of the world) is 
indivisible from the necessary struggle to get 
the United States out of North America

The Sixth International Lesbian and Gay 
Film Festival opened Monday night June 
21st at the Castro Theatre with a champagne 
reception honoring local fi lmmakers Barbara 
Hammer and Kenneth Anger. " I ’ve seen this 
whole  th ing start as a program of shorts in a 
loca l ga l le ry  space w ith  a few  hundred  
people," commented Hammer. This year the 
festival spanned a whole week of fi lms, short 
and feature length, at several selected thea­
ters in San francisco and the East Bay.

Opening n ight featured the 1922 classic 
Salome, based on Oscar Wilde's work The 
audience went crazy over this completely over­
done film, making our own sound effects for 
the silent feature. Bob Vaughn, organist, had 
his f ingers f ly ing th roughou t the scenes 
Watching the fi lm, I got the feeling punk 
started 60 years ago with Salome's maker 
Aile Nazi mo va and set and costume designer 
Aubrey Beardsley.

Hammer also commented that the em pha­
sis on independent fi lmmakers was im po r­
tant Indeed, some of the best footage I saw 
was from independents. From the Bible-land 
of Salome, we were transported to a class­
room of English teenagers badgering and 
jeering their gay teacher, one of the most 
powerfu l scenes in N ighthawks. Local f i lm ­
maker Kathy Zeutlin 's Another Senseless 
Tragedy, or Lost Love brought a light-hearted 
laugh at ourselves for all the times we broke

Depart Going Forward, 
Anger Looking Back
by Penni Kim mel

...And for six days, the lavendar cellu lo id, 
having slipped its sprockets, whipped ram ­
pant across the purview of thousands at the 
Castro and Roxie Theatres, f la y in g  the 
senses. Purple prose aside (a hangover from 
re-reading Kenneth Anger's notor ious H o lly ­
wood Babylon) there's a grow ing audience, 
critical and appreciative, for the output of 
lesbian and gay f i lmmakers—about five years 
behind the publish ing industry 's b o o m —that 
doesn't mind a lit tle dust on a qua l ity  print 
from the archives, but is especially hungry  
for the new, reel stuff to counteract the 
recent spate of slick gay-explo itative screen- 
benders.

One of this year's stellar attract ions is the 
U S premiere of Depart to Arrive (Weggehen 
Um Anzukommen), from West Germany, a 
story of separation and self-discovery, written 
and directed with imagination, rare technical 
precision and loving lesbian care by Alexandra 
von Grote.

She trys to work it out at the gym, work 
it out on a cam p ing  tr ip, work it ou t stro ll ing 
through Golden Gate’s flower garden. But 
alas, her heart is  broken, all is fo r naught. So 
she takes a course in Lost Love at her local 
com m unity  college.

Following the film, Vito Russo, the ac­
claimed author of The C elluoid Closet hosted 
a panel d iscussion with author Rita Mae 
Brown and Ron Peck, N ightH aw ks' f i lm ­
maker. Russo took punches at M aking Love 
and “ trash l ike" Raiders o l the Lost Ark in the 
ensuing discussion about gay fims. Rita Mae 
let everybody have it fo r  our l im ited vision of 
what we each th ink the gay story is about: "Is 
there only one gay s tory?" she asked. "Aren't 
we each d i f fe ren t9 We don't g row  up until 
our mirrors become windows." She went on, 
"Gay culture is not a few restaurants on 
Castro Street or women with hairy legs and 
armpits " Probably the most important com ­
ments all evening were the insistant urging 
to make donations to gay fi lmmakers, so our 
cu lture  can be on fi lm and our stories told 
honestly, not 'Ho l lyw ood ly .”

On this theme, Out o f Order, a work- in - 
progress by f i lm m aker Rob Epstein was 
shown later in the week The footage we saw 
was excellent, engaging and provacative. It’s 
our story, our s truggle against the b igotry  
and depravity of the new right We relive the 
tremendous high we earned with the victory 
of the "No on 6" campaign and the enormous 
pain and heartfelt tragedy brought on by the 
assassinations just three short weeks after 
Out o f Order brings it all back. This is a fi lm 
San Francisco lesbians and gays need to 
finish

All in all, the film festival was a glorious 
success We should be proud of the stories 
and documentaries we saw. As a community  
we all need to give our financial and moral 
support to our local fi lmmakers so our stories 
will be made into permanent history

while. Her professional photographer’s eye 
freezes on frames in roadside panoramas 
that tr igger vital memories of her year with 
Regine in cogent dialog (with unusually 
well-done subti t l ing) and a variety of app ro ­
priate, sometimes start l ing ly effective, fi lm 
techniques from blackouts to infrared, that 
underscore the a ltering mindsets.

Kenneth Anger's Magick Lantern Cycle 
has been packaged by The American Feder­
ation of Arts in nine of his avant-garde 
g l it ter ing gems, the briefest of which (the 3U 
minute Kustom Kar Kom m andos) requires a 
concordance of symbolism and the collected 
works of Aleister Crowley to properly dec i­
pher, but on ly  the merest gay sensibil ity to 
revel in the masterful s ight-sound creations. 
The Cycle is liv ing fi lm history, from the 1947 
homoerotic  F ireworks to 1980’s (12 years in 
the making) Luc ife r Rising, the camp/mystic  
tr ibute to the pre-Christian gods and g o d ­
desses at play with an expanding universe. 
The most consistently  effective visuals still 
appear in Inauguration o l the Pleasure Dome. 
the stylized, costumed Bacchanal made un ­
believably in 1954 (even Lucifer doesn't match 
the superb co lor effects), and Scorpio Rising 
(1963), (the titles are a minif i lm of their own) 
a vis ionary John Rechy-look at the trappings

of a g g re ss io n  and m odern  m y th o lo g y ,  
Jesus-power, polit ical charisma, leather and 
bikes (James Dean Goes to the CMC Carnival 
or Him and the Art of Motorcycle Mainte­
nance). Kenneth Anger's fi lms are dated, in 
the best sense of the word, lass static than 
fe l low-undergrounder, Warhol's works, not 
moving forward as experimentally  as Curt 
McDowell (whose Loads appeared as part of 
the Erotic Short program), but exposing and 
exalting his own wry ly  distorted consc ious­
ness to our benefit.

Two "pre-makes" jo ined the roster of gay 
films, not a ltogether happily. Ron Peck's 
N ighthawks is the 1978 British version of 
Frank Ripploh s Taxi Zum Klo. w ithout Taxi's 
u n c o m p ro m is in g  h o n e s ty  or c in e m a to ­
g raph ic  qua l i t ies  The s to ry  of " J im "  's 
cruis ing and cl imactic  com ing-out to his 
class of early  teeners (the on ly  c l im ax, 
inc identa l ly )  is b land with unimaginative 
promiscuity, frenetic, unsett ling, exhausting 
and defensive. With a muddy sound track, 
this f ic t ion-documentary  leaves everything 
positive to the imagination.

Norway's 1980 entry. Life and Death, is a 
sometimes witty, often patchy, jump-cu t 
Making Love that is best when j t  is NOT 
looking at the gay characters (there is an 
hilarious extended/f^m ily  dinner scene that 
turns the tables onto straight stereotyping, 
fo ra  change), and worst with its unmotivated 
violent ending. Less guilt in Norway, yes, but 
the same mindless descrimination: wider 
experimentation (there is a working menage 
a tro is here that Hollywood hasn't begun to 
consider), but Life and Death is just as 
patently a straight-acted, unstraightforward 
exploitation.

And, briefly, Madame X. An Absolute Ruler 
(Eine Absolute Herrscherin), done in 1977 by 
Ulr ike Ottinger, is an overlong, but h ighly 
enterta in ing 16mm fantasy trip on an all- 
woman pirate ship voyage It deserves a firm 
place in the archives and not condemnation 
fo r  its look at feminist fantasies in transit ion, 
SM and all: "gold, love, adventure" are the 
imaginatively conceived goals.

One of the Australian trio of entries, Ann 
Turner's Flesh on G lass, has all the story 
elements of a fu l l- length feature done e ff i­
ciently and exquisitely in 40 minutes: Catholic 
guilt  and ghosts haunt the love of two women

In a class by itself are ten Barbara Hammer 
fi lms, one for each year of the last decade, 
tracing the expansion of her experimental 
f i lm  techniques, record ing the Hammer 
aesthetic and a powerful personality inde­
pendent of and open to a world she is helping 
to shape. Sync-Touch shows the audience 
("Aud ience” , as she reaches out, is the title of 
the upcom ing fi lm) that they can have 
touchy-feelies on the screen and, whoops, 
that women are just as turn-onable as men 
by what they see

The W orld o f G ilbert and George comes to 
us from Great Britain with stiff uppers, a 
dream of stiff lowers and a self-produced 
outrageous ly  underplayed look at two men 
who, in tandem, “ uphold the basic tradit ions." 
Those t rad it ions—the Union Jack, the sym ­
bols of empire, the Church and Class, the 
Artist and the A r t—are marvelously spoofed 
in mime and recitation on the g lo r if ica t ion  of 
dear- love-of-comrades, work ing class lads 
(the li teral f lowers of British manhood: 
scruffy, i lli terate, formless, infin ite ly desire- 
able), sedate drunkenness, all teetering 
tanta liz ingly on the precipice of boredom. 
One of the new-and-d ifferent sort. Includes 
the world's most erotic footaqe of a veqetable 
orgy.

edit ing of their own scenes. It was this 
element, they feel, that contr ibu ted  to much 
to the in tegrity of such as the extended and 
explic it ly  sexual shot, the cohesive rhythms 
of the scenes of emotional and inte l lectual 
growth and change

Alexandra's background is long and impres­
sive. leading naturally to fi lm m aking from a 
PhD (educated in West Germany, Paris and 
Vienna), to television producer, journalist, 
authorand fi lm lecturer...out of theacadem ic 
robes into naked feminism with c inematic 
techniques fu l ly  competi|fae with far more 
experienced p roducer/d ire t to rs .  Gabriele's 
ground ing  in improvisational theater ranges 
back to e thno logy and anthropo logy, into 
hand-puppets and mime (her previous short 
f i lm also dealt with the theme of s e p a ra t io n s  
tr ibute to acting ab i l i ty  in someone who is so 
obviously together, into togetherness).

They will  be work ing together in the next 
f i lm —one that cries out to be made—a drama 
of double d iscrim ina t ion  set in occupied 
Paris, of a Jewish lesbian camp-escapee 
h id den fo r long  years by her lover Scheduled 
to begin shooting in 1983, N ovem berm ond 
(November Moon) is already scripted and 
tentative ly cast, an even more ambit ious and 
courageous product ion  than before. Any

Gabriele Osburg is a Frankfurter-wurstchen 
with enough of a musician's ear and an 
actor 's  perseverance to learn f luent French 
fo r her role as Anna in Depart to A rrive (or 
uncom m only  id iomatic English in previous 
visits to San Francisco), and with suff ic ient 
d ign ity  to jum p again and again from a chair 
in a Japanese restaurant to re-capture an 
escaped balloon without ruffl ing hertempura. 
The balloon is fortunate to belong to A lexan­
dra von Grote, in it ia tor and creator of the 
same, fi lm; d irector and product ion had 
simultaneous American premieres at the land­
mark Castro Theatre, "the loveliest I've ever 
seen", praised not least for housing the 
largest, most attentive lesbian audience 
they've experienced since opening at the 
1982 Berlin Film Festival.

That init ia l opening was a f i t t ing "end" to 
two years' work, not with fanfare and l im ou­
sine in the searchlight, but as an ambitious 
" independent"  entry  whose ' posters were 
pasted up by Alexandra and Gabriele them­
selves in the icy grey February dawn as the 
glue froze on their fingers. $250,000 is a 
r id icu lously  low budget for a fu ll- length 
feature fi lm these days, but that's how they 
did it, cu tt ing  a few corners here and there. 
The original $50,000came from th irty women 
investors in the new ly-formed Frauen-Film- 
Produktions, the remainder in hard-won 
governm ent grants, perhaps a fortunate 
happenstance for the feeling of solidarity 
that emerged from a supportive, involved 
management sheltering the solidarity of cast 
and crew. Both agreed that the two male 
part ic ipants ( l ight ing and camera assistant) 
merged beauti fu l ly  with the otherwise a l l ­
women group. In the true collect ive spirit  the 
p roduct ion  involved a great many unpaid 
workers and improvisation; there are no 
stud io  shots, the in teriors are fr iends' homes 
(Alexandra lives half the year in southern 
French sunshine), the furn ishings, props 
and cars on loan to the com pany Alexandra 
herself steered the Deux Cheveaux with its 
t r ipod-mounted camera down the same road.

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Rhinoceros: Stray Dog story Things That Need To Be Said

You'll either love it or hate it I loved it.
It's a lways d i f f ic u l t  to separate one's 

en joyment of a theatrical piece from one s 
fr iendship  with the author (as is the case 
here), but I th ink I can be objective enough to 
see why Stray Dog Story is lots of fun.

First of all it's a fairy tale about Buddy, a 
dog who turns into a man with a dog s heart. 
If you find the premise silly, then you no 
doubt won't like the result: a cartoon with 
some serious points to make about human
nature at its nastiest. As performed at Studio
Rhino, the rather brief 70-minute evening is 
all fast-paced and free-for-all satire. What 
the play has to say about fag-bashing, bag 
ladies and devotion is swallowed up in the 
c lowning and carryings-on, but enough of the 
seriousness seeps through the yuks and the 
nudity  to give the piece some necessary 
weight.

I know that author Robert Chesley expected 
the bag lady's meaningful lines to come out 
and whack the audience across the heart, 
but as played by "Tyler Ell iott"  the lines are 
h i lar iously  lost in the poor old soul's mumbly 
mouth. Although the author's lines are not 
well served by such a tactic, laughs certain ly 
are.

I must say also that "Tyler Elliott's" per­
formance here, in all its outsized flavor, is 
much more in keeping with the script, a

welcome repetition (as opposed to a welcome 
change) from the totally inappropriate use of 
this broad style in Rhino's dreadful Design 
for Living (by thesamedirector, J. Kevin Hanlon).

This is my poem in celebration of my middle class privilege 
This is my poem to say out loud: I'm glad I had food and shelter 
and shoes, glad I had books and travel, glad there was air and light 
and room for poetry

This is a poem for Tit a, my best friend, who played in the dirt with me 
and married at 18 (which was late) and who was a scientist, 
but instead she bore six children and four of them died, who wanted to 

know
the exact location of color in the hibiscus petal and patiently peeled away 
the thinnest, most translucent layers to find it, 
and who works in a douche bag factory in Maricao.

This is a poem for the hunger of my mother, discovering books at 13 
in the New York Public Library, who taught me to read when I was 5 
and when we lived on a coffee farm subscribed to a mail order library, 
who read the Blackwells catalogue like a menu of delights, and when 
we moved from Puerto Rico to the States, we packed 100 boxes of books 
and 40 of everything else.

This is a poem for my father's immigrant Jewish family: For my 
great-grandfather

Abe Sackman who worked In Bridgeport making nurses uniforms and came- 
home only on weekends, for years, and who painted, on bits of old wooden 
crates, with housepaint, birds and flowers for his great-grandchildren and 
scenes of his old country childhood.

This poem celebrates my father the scientist, who left the microscope within 
reach; with whom I discovered the pomegranate eye of the fruit fly 
and, yes, the exact location of color in a leaf

This poem celebrates my artist brother, who began to draw when he was 
two,

and so my parents bought him reams of paper and when he used them up 
bought him more, and today it's a silkscreen workshop and posters that 

travel
around the world, and I'm glad for him, and for Pop with his housepaint and 

Tita
staining the cement with crushed flowers, searching for color and my 

mother,
shutting out the cries of her firstborn 10 minutes at a time to sketch the roofs 
and the elevated tracks in red brown pastels.

This is for Norma who died of parasites in her stomach when she was 4:
I remember because her mother wailed her name, screaming and sobbing 
one whole afternoon in the road in front of our school,
and for Angelica who caught on fire while stealing kerosene for her family 
and died in pain because the hospital she was finally taken to 
knew she was poor and would not give her the air she needed to live 
but wrapped her in greased sheets, so that she suffocated.

This is a poem against the wrapped sheets, against guilt.

This is a poem to say: my choosing to suffer gives nothing to Tita and Norma 
and

Angelica and that not to use the tongue, the self-confidence, the training 
my

privilege bought me is to die again for people who are already dead and 
who wanted to live.

And in case anyone here confuses the paraphenalia with the thing itself 
let me add that I lived with rats and termites 
no carpet no stereo no TV
that the bath came in buckets and was heated on the stove 
that I read by kerosene lamp and had Sears mail order clothes 
and that that has nothing to do with the fact of my privilege.

Understand, I know exactly what I got: protection and choice 
and I am through apologizing.
I am going to strip apology from my voice 
my posture 
my apartment 
my clothing 
my dreams because
the voice that says the only true puertorican
is a dead or dying puertorican
is the enemy's voice, the voice that says
how can you let yourself shine when Tita, when millions
are daily suffocating in those greased sheets
I refuse to join them there
I will not suffocate
l will not hold back,

yes, I had books and food and shelter and medicine 
and l intend to survive.

We lock arms, hands, standing beneath the stars
and Luna above us as darkness filled with warmth surrounds us,
